Subject: Sudeten crisis in the Czechoslovak Republic (March-September
1938)

Key words: Sudeten, Sudeten Germans, Sudeten crisis, Anschluss, Munich
collusion, Conrad Henlein, Sudeto-German party.

Relevance: Throughout the history of mankind, there are territorial disputes
between states. Such problems arise even in the modern world. The study of such
territorial disputes makes it possible to identify common mechanisms for resolving
and resolving these political issues, which allows for a simpler, peaceful settlement
in the future. In addition, some researchers consider the Sudeten crisis as a matter of
fact the beginning of the Second World War. The actions of other countries give a
clear picture of what is happening in Europe on the eve of the war.

Purpose: to analyze the gradual development of the Sudeten crisis in the
Czechoslovak Republic in March-September 1938.

Basic provisions to be protected:

1. The Sudeten crisis can be divided into phases, and the first phase into two
phases. Thus, the periodization of this conflict is as follows: the first phase (March-
August 1938), the second phase (September 1938). The first phase is divided into
two stages: the first stage (March-May 1938), the second stage (May-August 1938)

2. The mechanism of the crisis of the first stage was the support of separatist
sentiments, which included the activities of the Henlein party. The mechanism of
the second phase of the crisis was a contractual process between the major Western
states, in which Czechoslovakia did not give an opportunity to speak out, but put
forward ultimatums to it, which resulted in the signing of an unprecedented Munich
Treaty.

3. The Sudeten crisis became an effective beginning of the Second World
War, which demonstrated the attitude and position of countries on the world arena,
showed the policies pursued by them.
