The object of study: description of the metaphor concept in Aristotle
treatises «Poetics» and «Rhetoric», In Demetrius treatise «On Style», the
anonymous treatise «Rhetoric for Herennius» and the treatise of Marcus Fabius
Quintilianus «Institutes of Oratory».

The goal of study: identification of the type of changes in the concept of
metaphor during ancient time, as well as the comparison of its type classifications
in Greek and Roman rhetoricians' treatises.

The main methods of study: descriptive and comparative methods of
analysis are used. It was necessary to compare the definitions, types and illustrative
examples of the metaphor in Greek and Roman rhetoricians' treatises.

The main results of study:

e in antiquity metaphor is considered in the broad and strict sense. In the
course of its development, the concept gradually narrows and becomes more
concrete as the transfer of the name by similarity. Therefore, such tropes as
metonymy, hyperbole, comparison, and others, are extracted from the metaphor;

o ancient authors describe the following metaphor functions:
nominative, aesthetic, decorative, cognitive, pictorial, exaggeration and
understatement functions, euphemistic, evaluative and contraction function. Some
of the functions mentioned by ancient authors in the modern classification are
performed by other figures;

o natural nature of metaphor is emphasized. Using of this trope is
typical not only for works of art, but also for everyday speech.

The relevance and novelty of the study. Study of ancient treatises makes
possible to explicate the authors' views on the nature and features of metaphor.
Classification of metaphor's species, proposed by ancient authors, formed the basis
of modern definitions of metaphor types. Comprehensive analysis of the ancient
rhetoricians' perception of metaphor theory was attempted for the first time.

Recommendations for implementation of the result. Studies of Ancient
authors' texts dedicated to the concept of metaphor can be used in the developing
of courses on rhetoric and stylistics history, linguistics and literature studies.

«Definitions of metaphor in treatises of ancient rhetoricians» research has
been carried out independently. Materials and results of this thesis are authentic.
