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Research relevance. The media has always played a huge role in interstate
politics.

The relevance of research is to investigate the main methods of illumination
by the Soviet periodical press and the results and results of the Great Patriotic War
on the territory of Belarus, as one of the tools for managing the Soviet population.

The object of research is Soviet newspaper publications produced during the
Great Patriotic War on the territory of Belarus.

The development of the printing base in the occupied territory took place until
the liberation of the territory of Belarus in 1944. The peak of its development
reached in late 1943.

There is a rapid reaction of the Soviet leadership due to the change in the
situation at the front. There is a change in the ideological direction during the war.
The main task of the Soviet press is to mobilize the population of the USSR to fight

against the enemy.
