GENERAL DESCRIPTION OF THESIS

Theme: Evolution of relationship between the Soviet state and the Old Believer
communities (1920s-1930s).

Keywords: OLD BELIEVERS, OLD BELIEVER COMMUNITY, ANTI-
RELIGIOUS POLICY, RELIGIOUS NEP, POLICY IN THE FIELD OF
RELIGION.

Relevance. The Soviet religion policy towards the Old Believer communities
in the 1920s and 1930s. years is studied very superficially. At the territory of the
Republic of Belarus only articles are published in this field. There are no
publications that contain a characteristic of the policy of the Soviet state towards the
Old Believers' communities at the territory of the entire Soviet Union. Comparison
and analysis of the data published by historians of the CIS countries within the
framework of regional studies will provide new information about the peculiarities
of the Soviet anti-religious policy of the 1920s-1930s.

The purpose of the thesis. Characteristics of the Soviet policy in the field of
religion towards the Old Believer communities in the 1920s-1930s.

The object of study is Soviet policy in the field of religion in the 1920s-1930s.
The subjectof the study is the situation of Old Believer communities in the USSR
in the 1920s-1930s.

The main provisions to be defended. There are 2 stages in the Soviet anti-
religious policy in the 1920s-1930s. The first stage is divided into 2 periods. The
formation of the legislative basis for the relations between the state and the church
is observed in the first one. The first contacts of the Soviet state and the Old Believer
communities have no negative features. The second period (“Religious NEP") is
characterized by the weakening of anti-religious pressure, the systematization of
anti-religious propaganda. There are increasing interactions between Old Believer
communities and states that are peaceful. The second stage (1929-1930-ies.) is
distinguished by a significant tightening of anti-religious policies, both at the
legislative level, and with respect to forms and methods of work. The whole of the
legislative repressive apparatus is applied to the Old Believers, the difference in
position with the followers of other religions is leveled.

Structure and scope of the dissertation. The thesis consists of the general
characteristics of the work, introduction, three chapters, conclusion, the list of used
sources and literature. The volume of the master's thesis - 74 pages, of which 8 pages
- a list of sources and literature (106 titles).
