The objectof the study is the foreign policy of Moscow state in 1503—1547.

The subjectof the work is the foreign policy at reigning of Vasili III (1505—
1533).

The purpose of the work is to study the period of the reign of the Grand Duke
of Moscow Vasili 111 (1505-1533) and to define the main foreign policy vectors.
The theoretical and methodological basis of the work is a set of methods of historical
science: historical-genetic and historico-comparative. The work is built in
accordance with the principles of objectivity, historicism, system, values in history.
The results obtained and their novelty. In the thesis, the foreign policy of Russian
state in the first third of the 16th century was considered.

During the research the author defines four main foreign policy factors, which
in the first third of the XVI centuries helped to strengthening of the position of the
Moscow state on the international arena: capture of Pskov and Ryazan by Moscow
state, as well as the arrests of the last major princes Vasily Shemyachich and Dmitry
Putivisky, as the final stage in the collection of lands of North-Eastern Russia; taking
of Smolensk and weakening the Grand Duchy of Lithuania during the wars of 1507
1508 and 1512—-1522; successful politics activity of the Grand Duchy of Moscow in
the diplomatic arena in 1505-1533; the establishment of a protectorate over the
Qazan Khanate and the maintenance of neutrality with the Ottoman Empire.
