Research object — social and psychological features of the teenagers who
are brought up in incomplete families were.

Object of research — the psychological characteristics of the teenager
causing his deviant behavior.

The work purpose — studying of social and psychological features of
teenagers with deviant behavior from incomplete families.

Research methods: general scientific methods, methods of statistical
processing of empirical data (by means of the STATISTIKA 6.0 program) and also
special techniques: the questionnaire Smishek (children's option) based on the
concept of "accentuated personalities" K. Leongard; questionnaire FPI (modified
In form); the technique of diagnostics of communicative and organizational
tendencies (COT-2).

The received results and their novelty: features of influence of incomplete
family on behavior and development of the identity of the teenager are defined,
social and psychological characteristics of such children are revealed, the
interrelation between the family composition and psychological features of the
teenager causing his deviant behavior is established. The original program of the
social and pedagogical help to incomplete families for education of children is
developed

Field of possible practical application: the program of the social and
pedagogical help is designed to help incomplete families on education of children.
