1. Structure and size of the thesis

The diploma thesis consists of diploma work assignment, table of contents, list
of symbols, diploma work summary, introduction, 4 chapters, conclusion and list of
references. The total scope of work is 92 pages. The list of references occupies 11 pages
and includes 115 positions.

3. The content of thesis

The object of the research is the regional and sub-regional policy of Australia.

The subject of the research is the leadership potential of Australia in the Asia-
Pacific region and the sub-regions of the APR.

The purpose of the research is to identify the leadership potential of Australia at
the regional and sub-regional levels.

Methods of research are general philosophical (the dialectical method, the
principle of historicism, the principle of the unity of logical and historical, the principle
of comprehensiveness, the principle of determinism), general scientific (analysis,
synthesis, abstraction, idealization, comparison, analogy and interdisciplinary
approach) and special scientific (biographical, historical comparison, analytical
forecast).

The results of the work and their novelty. The work is the first systematic
research in the Belarusian historiography outlining the issue of regional and sub-
regional leadership of Australia in the APR. The paper identifies the reasons that
determine the Australian position of balancing between the US and the PRC, and the
problems that determine the need to strengthen Australia's leadership in the South
Pacific. The paper also includes an assessment of the current positions of power in the
Asia-Pacific and in the South Pacific and a forecast regarding the development of
Australian leadership potential in the Asia-Pacific and in the South Pacific in particular.

Authenticity of the materials and results of the diploma work. The materials used
in the thesis and its findings are authentic. The research was conducted independently.

Recommendations on the usage. The findings of this research can be used to
continue studies on the leadership potential of Australia in the APR and in the South
Pacific in writing of monographs and textbooks. The study may be of interest as an
example of the Australian balancing model, considering the possible need to develop



a new behavior strategy of the Republic of Belarus in its relations with the Russian
Federation, the United States and the European Union.
