The object of study is social relations related to a legal regulation of international
adoption.

The purpose of work: identification and solution of problems in the field of
international adoption, formulation of proposals for improving of Belarusian
legislation.

Research methods: formal-logical, comparative-legal, systematic, formal-legal.

As a result of research was formulated a concept of «international adoptiony;
was defined a system of fundamental principles in international adoption; was
identified novelties in a substantive regulation of adoption; was developed the optimal
conflict of laws regulation in the sphere of international adoption; was made a
conclusion of advisability of the cooperation development in the field of international
adoption by conclusion of new bilateral international partnership agreements on
international adoption of Belarusian children with countries the Republic of Belarus
has concluded international agreements on the conditions for the rehabilitation of
underage citizens of the Republic of Belarus abroad (following the example of the only
one agreement on international adoption with the Italian Republic at the moment). In
this final project were examined the case law of courts on the issue of international
adoption and were suggested ways for improving of the legislation in the Republic of
Belarus.

The importance of work: the results of research can be used in the rule-making
process, as well as in the law enforcement practice; within the sphere of teaching the
discipline «International Family Law» for students in the master’s program in specialty
