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The purpose of the work is to investigate the problem of identification of the
person, developed in classical and post — classical psychoanalysis, and to justify the
prospects of implementation of methodological principles of psychoanalysis in
modern social and humanitarian knowledge. The object is classical and post-classical
psychoanalysis. The subject of identification of a person. Research methods: method
of historical and philosophical reconstruction; method of comparative analysis; system
method.

As a result of the study, the following conclusions were obtained: 1)
identification is understood, first, as a process of comparison, comparison of one
object with another on the basis of any feature or property, resulting in the
establishment of their similarities or differences; secondly, as an emotionally-cognitive
process of unconscious identification of the subject with another subject, group,
sample. Identity emerges as a result of the identification process; 2) the formation and
development of a person as a person in the classical psychoanalysis is carried out
through the mechanism of identification, which is a multidimensional process,
including certain levels and factors. The interpretation of the phenomenon of
identification becomes its interpretation as the main mechanism of development of
social experience; 3) in post-classical psychoanalysis, Freud's teaching has retained the
fundamental features, but it was supplemented by scientific discoveries and adjusted to
the socio-cultural context that influenced the study of the problem of identification.

In the course of historical reconstruction of psychoanalytic paradigm the
theoretical and methodological foundations of the research of the problem of
identification were revealed, which can be used in the field of social work and social
regulation, as well as to solve the actual problems of modern society (the formation of
socio-cultural identity, ideological education, socialization of the individual, etc.).
