Annually more than 100 million animals around the world are forced to suffer and die for the sake of getting fur
from them. In the XXI century there is a tendency to abandon the use of fur for ethical reasons. A sociological poll
conducted in 2017 in Minsk showed that only 5,7 % of respondents think about the inhumane essence of wearing fur.
At the same time 72 % of interviewee answered that they will be ready to give up fur in future if they learn about the
cruel underside of the fur industry. In 2015, the Center for the Ethical Attitude towards Nature initiated the project
«Animals are not clothes», within the framework of which a number of educational activities were organized, and
a book with the same name was published. The aim of the project is to raise public awareness about the ethical atti-
tude to fur bearing animals and enable people to make their choice in favor of humanity.
