Abstract

The object of the study is the author's song of the Soviet period.

The purpose of the work is to study the genre of military ballads in the
works of VS Vysotsky and B. Sh. Okudzhava.

The research methodology is a combination of cultural, historical,
descriptive and biographical methods, genre and comparative analysis.

The novelty of the research consists in revealing the genesis of the author's
song from the history of the Soviet mass song, in comparing the specifics of the
genre of the military ballad in the works of VS Vysotsky and B. Sh. Okudzhava.

The practical importance of the work lies in the ability to use the results
obtained in the educational process in schools, lyceums and colleges, not only for
the study of literature, but also for history lessons. In addition, the material
structured by us can also be used in preparation for extracurricular military-
patriotic activities.

The reliability of the results is confirmed by the generalization of the data
from a large number of scientific works, analysis of the overwhelming majority of
the poems of VS Vysotsky and B. Sh. Okudzhava relating to military lyrics. The
study is conducted independently.
