The purpose of the thesis is a comprehensive and full consideration of the
right of every person to life, the regulation of this issue in the legislation of our coun-
try and the system-forming international treaties ratified in the Republic of Belarus,
as well as studying issues related to the use of the death penalty as an exceptional
Measures of punishment, applicable in the case of encroachment on life and health of
a person.

The object of the study is social relations arising in connection with the appli-
cation of the norms of constitutional law aimed at granting each person the right to
life, as well as related to the deprivation of life through the use of the death penalty as
an exceptional punishment for committing particularly serious crimes, and also in
connection with the production of abortions and euthanasia.

The methodological basis of the work is the methods of research used in the
legal science and related sciences: general techniques and laws of logic (analysis,
synthesis, systematization, etc.); comparative-legal method; structurally-system
method; formal legal method.

The result of the study is the conclusion that there are gaps in the sphere of
guaranteeing everyone the right to life. Based on the study of the legal framework,
law enforcement practice and doctrinal views, proposals were made for their elimina-
tion.

The novelty of the thesis: the work is a comprehensive study of ensuring the
right to life for every person in the Republic of Belarus and foreign countries, carried
out by analyzing this institution both from the position of the legislation of the Re-
public of Belarus and from the point of view of the countries of the near and far
abroad, proposed changes and additions into the legislation of the Republic of Bela-
rus.

Recommendations for implementation: the results of the research can be used
when making changes and additions to the current legislation of the Republic of Bela-
rus.
