The object of the research is interreligious dialogue in Belarusian media.

The subject of the study is a meaningful discourse and tendencies in the
development of interconfessional dialogue in the Belarusian media space.

The objective of the study is to reveal the main tendencies of interreligious
dialogue in the media sphere.

The novelty of the study: for the first time an attempt was made to analyze
interreligious dialogue in the media sphere of Belarus. Tendencies of interreligious
dialogue in the Belarusian media were revealed.

When writing the work, participants in the interreligious dialogue in the media
were identified. They are: representatives of different denominations, which appear
in discourses, and readers (believers, atheists and agnostics). The publications that
are involved in the interreligious dialogue do this in two ways: they publish materials
about the activities of various religious denominations and give the opportunity to
express their opinion on this or that event to the priests of different faiths. The
components necessary for interreligious dialogue to appear in the media were
identified. Journalists should translate church terms into comprehensible languages,
do not divide readers into «their» and «outsiders», avoid using stereotypes about
religious denominations, demythologize facts, and not use vocabulary that is
negative in color.

The identification of trends in interreligious dialogue in the media sphere has
both theoretical and practical significance. It will help develop the direction of
religious journalism in Belarus and develop principles and rules for those journalists
who cover religious topics in the media.

The master’s work consists of an abstract, an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion and a list of used literature. The work was done independently.
