For the thesis is devoted to the study of the impact of the financial and credit
system on economic growth in the Republic of Belarus. The paper defines the
concept of the financial and credit system and its main tools; shows the role of the
financial and credit system in ensuring economic growth; analyzes the financial
and credit system of the Republic of Belarus and its impact on economic growth;
developed ways to improve the financial and credit system of the Republic of
Belarus.

The urgency and acuteness of the problem of the financial and credit system and
the interaction of its individual institutions indicate the need for theoretical and
methodological study of its institutional structure.

The purpose of the study is to systematically analyze the impact of the financial
and credit system on the economic growth of the Republic of Belarus.

The object of the study is the financial and credit system of the Republic of
Belarus.

The subject of the study is the theoretical and methodological aspects of the impact
of the financial and credit system on economic growth.

The study allows us to determine the main directions for improving the financial
and credit system of the Republic of Belarus in order to stimulate economic
growth: the transition of monetary policy to the regime of inflation targeting, as a
result of which the main instrument of regulation of the monetary sphere will be
the interest rate policy (by 2020 it is expected to reduce the refinancing rate to 8-
10%). %); the reduction of inflation, and in the long-term maintenance of its
optimum level and ensuring financial stability, creating conditions for investment
growth and structural changes in the economy; increasing foreign exchange
reserves; improving the efficiency of the mechanism of accumulation of available
funds and their investments in the real sector of the economy; the reduction of
directed lending and in the medium term — the implementation of lending
according to market principles; developing a well-functioning financial market;
strengthening the stability and reliability of the banking system; using a flexible
mechanism for the formation of the exchange rate of the national currency while
minimizing the participation of the National Bank of the Republic of Belarus;
mutually beneficial cooperation with international financial organizations for the
development of the national economy and reduce its vulnerability to external
financial shocks.
