The Union of Brest and its historical and cultural implications

Keywords: Union, the synod of Brest 1596, The Order of Saint Basil the Great,
the synod of Zamos¢, the synod of Polotsk.

Purpose of the research: to identify the phenomenon of the Ruthenian Uniate
Church as a unique example of a synthesis of Western and Eastern traditions and state
its historical and cultural implications.

Objectives: to identify the prerequisites for the Union of 1596 in the Crown of
the Kingdom of Poland and the Grand Duchy of Lithuania (pros and cons); to identify
the major driving force of for- and against the Union establishment processes, to show
the development of the union expanding and its historical and cultural significance;
etermine the place and role of the Ruthenian Uniate Church (16th century - the first
third of the 19th century).

Object of the research: religious processes with the indication of the cultural
and historical consequences of the church union for the eastern territories of the
Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth.

Subject of the research: the processes of the formation and development of the
Ruthenian Uniate Church and its historical and cultural significance for the Belarusian
and Ukrainian people.

Chronological scope of the study: from 1596 to 1839.

The main provisions for the defense:

1) The process of the GDL historical development and close interaction
between the Eastern and Western Christian traditions within one state were
accompanied by the synthesis resulted in the idea of a Christian denominations union.

2) The main driving force for the dissemination of the union were the leaders of
the Ruthenian Uniate Church and people in their midst who widened the circle of
believers through their authority and making appeals to the Crown. After the creation
of the Order of Saint Basil the Great the spread of the Union to the church and the
population continued to accelerate.

3) One of the major results of the Union in the 16th — the beginning of the 17th
centuries was the formation of the Uniate printing. After the past wars the Ruthenian
Uniate Church with its religious rite was able to expand on the
Belarusian land (mostly that of the GDL), but the unequal position of the Eastern rite
was labeled with its lack of prestige for the upper classes who chose the Latin rite,
resulting in the Uniate rite having rooted in the lower classes (namely commoners and
peasants). Due to its ‘Russianness’, the Ruthenian Uniate Church strengthened its
position among the people during the period from 1720 - 1770s.

4) A significant loss of half a million out of two million believers at the end of
the 18th century, after the annexation of the Commonwealth lands to Russia, led to a
schism within the Ruthenian Uniate Church into two currents - standing for the
preservation of the independence of the church through latinisation on the one hand,
and through rapprochement with the Orthodox Church on the other hand. The
abolition of the Ruthenian Uniate Church and its rite after the Synod of Polotsk, 1839,
slowed the nation-building processes down.
