The relevance of this study is determined by the increasing scientific interest to
changes in the characteristics of the mass audience and the national media sphere in
connection with the development of new forms of media activity of citizens.
Journalism is becoming interactive, and the relationship between media and the
audience is changing. It is impossible to talk about the unidirectional impact of the
media on the mass audience, as there is a transition to their interaction, the transition
from the monologue of journalists to a dialogue with their readers, listeners, viewers.

Belarus segodnya”
and “Zvyazda” and regional newspaper of the Cherven region “Raionny vesnik”

country.

Research methods: historical, comparative, content-analytical, hermeneutic.
The survey method was used from empirical methods.

Research results and its novelty. The process of interaction between the media
and the audience was analyzed comprehensively, from the point of view of both sides
— the newspaper and the reader. The results can be used in further research, and can
also become an auxiliary material in the professional activities of journalists of the
media.
