The object of the research — children's fiction.

The subject of the of the research — the linguistic peculiarities of children's fic-
tion on the example of works by E.N. Uspensky.

The purpose of the research is a comprehensive analysis of the specifics of the
text and the style of children’s fiction works by E.N. Uspensky.

To achieve this goal a number of tasks should be performed:

1. To consider the theoretical literature devoted to the problem of the research;

2. To determine the main features of the children’s fiction language;

3. To identify and systematize the main linguistic peculiarities of children’s
fiction works by E.N. Uspensky;

4. To analyze the functions of the selected linguistic features of children’s fic-
tion works by E.N. Uspensky.

The theoretical basis of the research was formed by the works of
A.N. Gvozdev, M.l. Meshcheryakova, K.l. Chukovsky, S.N. Tseitlin, newspaper
articles and materials of international scientific conferences, devoted to the prob-
lem of research,

Methods of the research — a method of studying and analyzing reference litera-
ture; continuous sampling method; linguistic description method.

The theoretical significance of the research is determined by the methodologi-
cal and theoretical orientation of the research and involves in summarizing and
systematizing the scientific material on ontolinguistics, defining and researching
the language peculiarities of children’s fiction works by E.N. Uspensky.

The practical significance lies in the fact that the results obtained in the course
of the research may find application in the process of linguistic analysis of other
works of children's literature carried out at school and at the university. Research
materials can also be applied in lectures and practical classes on children’s litera-
ture and linguistics.
