The object of the research is word families of single words that have been
converted into nesting words.

The subject of the research is the derivation possibilities of single words that
have been converted into nesting words.

The purpose of the research is to determine the word-formation activity (or
passivity) of single words that have become nested and to identify the factors that
determine their derivative potential.

The objectives of the research:

1) to give a general idea of the word-formation potential;

2) to review the literature on the topic and identify the depth of study of the is-
sue;

3) to describe the types of word-formation potential;

4) to show the relationship between the word-formation potential and other
word-formation categories;

5) to identify the peculiarities of the structural organization of word families
of single words, converted into nesting ones;

6) to describe the word-formation types by which derivative words formed
from single words are distributed;

7) to characterize the word-formation potential of initial lexemes;

8) to identify the factors influencing the word-formation potential of single
words that have been converted into nesting words.

A descriptive research method based on the analysis of language facts is pre-
dominantly used in this research. The following methods were used in the course
of the description: linguistic observation, classification and systematization tech-
niques, statistical and comparative analysis.

The conducted analysis of the researched group of words allows to affirm that
as a whole their word-formation potential is hardly realized, except for separate
words. A relatively high derivative potential is observed in frequent, stylistically
neutral basic lexemes with a simple morphemic structure, but a complex system of
lexical meanings, the semantics of which is closely connected with the spheres of
life that are important to people.
