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The relevance of the topic is determined by the consistently high interest in
Serbian problems due to the proximity of this South Slavic ethnic group to the
Eastern Slavs. You can also add here the traditional mutual sympathy between the
Serbian and Belarusian peoples, and between Serbs and Russians. However, in
recent years, another surge of interest in the Balkan theme (including Serbian) is also
associated with the migration crisis in Europe, as well as with the open question of
the status of Kosovo. In addition to traditional ties, the driving force is also scientific
relevance. The publication of new sources on the history of the Serbian state in the
late XIX — early XX century provides an opportunity to look at its development
different look, in terms of new data and opinions.

The object of the study is the Kingdom of Serbia in 1903-1914.

The subject of the research is the process of domestic political development
of the Serbian state in the conditions of the formation of parliamentarism.

The purpose of this work is to show the development of the domestic
political life of the Serbian state during the rule of the Karageorgievich dynasty.

The objectives of this work: to analyze the sources and historiography on
this issue; to identify the reasons that led to the 1903 coup and the change of the
ruling dynasty; to determine the characteristic features of the domestic political
development of Serbia during the rule of the Karageorgievich dynasty; identify and
explain the factors that had an impact on the domestic policy of the country.

Research methods: both general scientific (analysis, synthesis, deduction,
induction, description, comparison, etc.), and specially historical methods. In
developing the problem, the main methods of historical research were used:
historical-comparative, historical-retrospective, historical-typological, historical-
systemic.

Conclusions: the creation of a parliamentary system in Serbia was hampered
by the influence of army officers conspiracy and the traditional patriarchal society,
which any transformation "in a European way" interpreted in its own way.
