The object of the research is the political history of the Roman Empire in the
1111 centuries AD. The subject of the study is the state ideology of the Roman
Empire at the end of the second-first third of the third centuries AD.

The aim of the thesis is to identify the essence and the main directions of
transformation of the state ideology and its results in the Roman Empire at the end
of the second — first third of the third centuries.

The methodological basis of the thesis: the principle of historicism,
objectivity, systemic and value-based approach. General scientific methods were
used such as general logical and theoretical. General logical methods: analysis and
synthesis, induction and deduction, analogy. Theoretical methods: abstraction and
generalization, the method of ascent, the system approach and the historical
method. Special historical methods: historical genetic, historical comparative,
historical typological, historical systemic and retrospective.

The research paper is based on a broad historiographical base and shows the
characteristics of the sources used to disclose the topic. The features of the idea of
the principality were revealed, the nature of the transformation of the ideology was
revealed, and the ways of spreading the state ideology were established. Along
with this, characteristic features of the imperial cult in the empire of the late I1-first
third of the 11l cc AD were shown. Features of the transformation of the state
ideology of 193-235 period were shown. At the same time, fixed assets and ways
of propaganda of official ideas were established at the end of the second—first third
of the third centuries.

Theoretical and practical significance of the research paper topic study is
important for the practical needs of modern political activity, since it affects the
rationalization of political life, the functioning of political institutions and
relations, political and managerial decisions, the functioning of political structures
and the relationship between them.
