Relevance: The study of the transformation of the pagan Roman power into
the Christian Byzantine Empire remains one of the most relevant areas of research
in the context of the study of Christianity in Russian and foreign historiography.

These processes generate
public interest in similar phenomena in the previous stages of historical
development, caused by the need to understand their essence, to explain the cause
of their occurrence.

The purpose of the thesis — the study of the relationship of the Roman
state and Christianity in the I11-1V centuries.

The object of research is Christianity in the Roman Empire.

Subject of research — the relationship of Christianity and the state in the
[11-1V centuries.

Research methods: General scientific methods (comparison, induction,
deduction, analysis, synthesis) and special historical (historical-system,
comparative-historical) methods.

Basic provisions for the defence. Relations between Christianity and the
Roman state in the I11-1V centuries ad can be divided into several stages: 11l - early
IV centuries — persecution of Christians, anti — Christian policy of emperors
Decius, Valerian, Diocletian; 306 ad — the coming to power of Constantine | the
Great, the adoption of the edict of Milan in 313, proclaiming religious tolerance in
the Roman Empire; 379 — 395 ad-the reign of Theodosius | the Great, the
publication of a number of decrees and edicts, finally entrenched the dominant
Position of Christianity in the Empire.
