Theme: - “The fall of the Western Roman Empire. Russian historiography
of the XIXth century.”

Key concepts: historiography, Rome, Western Roman Empire, Dominat,
barbarians, Christianity.

Urgency: the relevance of the problems of the fall of the Western Roman
Empire is largely due to the fact that the issues of decline of great powers and
empires have always attracted considerable interest, and the growth of this interest
leads to an increase in popularity in the study of the problems of decline and
collapse of the Roman Empire. The whole of European civilization is largely due
to the heritage of the ancient past, and Rome, without a doubt, largely determined
the ancient world. And in order to understand this connection of Rome with the
modern world, it is necessary to comprehend the history of Rome itself: from its
rise as a small state to sunset and the fall of one of the largest empires of the world.

The purpose of the research: to consider the conceptual content of the
Russian historiography of the XIX century about the fall of the Western Roman
Empire, to reveal the essence of the work on this subject, to identify the most
characteristic features of the Russian historiography of the XIX century on this
subject.

The object of this research is the 19th century Russian historiography
about the fall of the Western Roman Empire.

The subject of research is the development, trends and changes in Russian
historiography of the XIX century on the issue of the fall of the Western Roman
Empire.

The methodological basis of the research is a complex of methods of
historical science: historical and comparative, historical and systemic. The thesis is
based on the general scientific principles of knowledge, such as objectivity,
consistency, historicism.

The main provisions for the defense. Russian historiography of the XIX
century about the fall of the Western Roman Empire can be divided into two
periods: the 1st and 2nd half of the 19th century. The 1st half of the XIX century is
the initial stage in the study of this issue. The first to address this issue were not the
historians themselves, but the publicists, and they investigated only certain aspects
of the decline of the Roman Empire. By the middle and the 2nd half of the XIX
century, publications of professional historians appeared on this issue, which more
globally illuminate the problems of the decline and collapse of the Roman Empire.

The structure and scope of the research. In accordance with the purpose
and objectives of the study, the structure of the thesis was chosen, which consists
of the introduction, chapters, conclusion, list of references and literature used. The
total amount of work is 40 pages. Among them: a list of sources and literature - 2
pages (30 titles), abstract in Russian, Belarusian, English - 6 pages.
