The results of the study. Internal history of the Ill. sparsely lit in the
sources. This time is poor in literary monuments, and the epigraphic data from this
period are few. But even the scant information that we have at our disposal makes
it possible to judge the deep crisis that the Roman Empire was going through. The
external expression of the crisis was the political instability of the Empire, which
was reflected in the constant change of emperors. This change was accompanied
by internecine wars, the loss of provinces and the weakening of the external power
of the Empire. The internecine and civil wars, the attack of the “barbarians” - all
this contributed to the deepening of the socio-economic crisis, the features of
which were outlined in the first century and clearly affected in the 1.

The coming of Emperor Diocletian opens a new, last stage in the history of
the Roman Mediterranean society and state - the era of the late Roman Empire,
which lasted about two hundred years (from the time Diocletian came to power
until the last Roman emperor Romulus Augustulus was overthrown in 476). It is
this period that the decomposition and degeneration of ancient economic
structures, the maturation of new, proto-feudal relations as a definite socio-
economic structure, the formation of new political institutions and new systems of
cultural values takes place.
