The object of research — the dynamics of Cuban-American relations.

The subject of research — the Cuban factor in the domestic and foreign US
policy.

The purpose of work - to characterize the Cuban factor in the domestic and
foreign policy of the United States, where under the Cuban factor a combination of
causes and phenomena that affect the level of the dynamics of relations between the
United States and Cuba is meant.
