ABSTRACT

The purpose of the work is to investigate and substantiate the pedagogical
conditions for the development of teaching and research activity of students of
geographical specialties in a modern university.

Educational and research work of students is one of the most important
forms of manifestation of student activity. In the modern university, the task to
teach students to independently acquire knowledge became obvious. In this regard,
the application of various approaches and forms of active learning will be relevant
for the teaching and research activity of higher school students. The main purpose
of this approach is the activation of educational activity aimed at the formation of
practice-oriented and research competencies among modern students.

The object of study is the educational and research activity of students of
geographical specialties at the university.

The subject of the research is the pedagogical conditions for the formation
and development of teaching and research activity of students of the Faculty of
Geography and Geoinformatics at a modern university.

The study of teaching and research activity of students of geographical
specialties was carried out using the methods of mathematical statistics
(correlation, cluster analysis), induction and deduction based on an integrated,
systematic and dynamic approaches.

The research results are published in two scientific papers in collections of
scientific conferences in Belarus.

In the course of the work, the links between factors of teaching and research
activity were identified, a set of criteria for teaching and research activity of
students of geographical specialties was developed for the first time; identified
practical recommendations for the provision of pedagogical conditions for the
development of teaching and research activity of students of geographical
specialties.

The resulting materials can be used in the educational process of students of
geographical specialties in higher education.

The master's work consists of two chapters, in the first chapter theoretical
and methodological material, in the second chapter - pedagogical diagnostics of
educational and research activity of students of geographical specialties. The work
consists of 86 pages, including graphs and figures — 20, tables — 3. The
bibliographic list includes 56 sources.
