ward-looking and spent much of his time around his mother. She died while
he was very young, leading him into depression. He did not possess anything
that could make him a born leader—no birthright, no pedigree and certainly no
extraordinary attributes. But when he made the decision to lead, he went on to
be one of the greatest leaders the corporate world has seen.

Similar to Henry Ford the parents of Abraham Lincoln — Thomas Lincoln
and Nancy Hanks — were farmers. To tell the truth, his beginnings were more
than humble. The period of his schooling was too short, but Lincoln himself
loved reading and educated himself all his life. Starting from zero he achieved
the most reputable position in the USA.

Conclusion. In conclusion I want to add that as for me in such a compli-
cated topic as leadership the opinion of real people whose main obligation is
leading other people really helped. According to the research conducted by
Center for Creative Leadership more than a half of C-level executives con-
sider leaders as self-made individuals, 29 % of them think that leaders are cer-
tainly born with some specific characteristics but development and training of
them plays a great role also. And only 19 % are sure that leaders are born and
destined to lead.

Taking into consideration all the given arguments, I could definitely say
that leadership can’t be defined as fully inherited or developed ability. I think
that everybody could develop their leadership skills through training and repe-
tition. The perfect phrase to describe this point of view is “Leadership and
learning are indispensable of each other” by John Kennedy.
