ABSTRACT
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The purpose of the research is to systematize linguistic ways of expressing
estimated values in Russian-language printed media texts.

The relevance of the research is due to its correspondence to the modern
cognitive-pragmatic paradigm of linguistic research, which is characterized by
special attention to axiological issues and, accordingly, to the evaluation as a
universal multidimensional cognitive category. The analysis of the system of
Russian-language evaluation tools used in publicistic discourse not only expands and
deepens the knowledge of stylistic resources, but it is also important for
understanding the values of the speakers of the Russian language.

The object of the research is the category of evaluation in the Russian-language
newspaper discourse.

The subject of the research is lexical-phraseological and grammatical evaluation
means in the Russian language, their functioning in the publicistic speech.

The scientific novelty lies in the fact that the main approaches to the study of the
evaluation category have been identified; the types of estimated values are defined,
lexical-phraseological, morphological and syntactic evaluation tools are identified
and systematized in Russian-language newspaper media texts; the functional patterns
of multi-level language units with an estimated value in publicistic discourse are
determined.
