3. The content of the work

The object of the research is the European countries of the socialist camp in the
context of their internal political development and foreign policy relations.

The subject of the research is a movement for the democratization of society, a
change in the state-political system and foreign policy priorities in the countries of
the European socialist camp.

The purpose of the research is to identify the reasons for the failure of the
socialist regime in Europe and to determine how its destruction affected the situation
in the modern system of regional and global international relations.

Methods of research. We used general scientific methods (methods of
descriptive research, analysis, synthesis, generalization), as well as the method of
critical analysis, content analysis and event analysis, historical-descriptive and
comparative historical methods.
