Resume

Purpose of the Diploma is complex theoretical and methodological
reconstruction of the formation and development of the psycho-physiological
problem in classical and postclassical philosophy.

Goals of the research:

- To identify the specifics of the formulation of the problem “body and
spirit” in classical philosophy and to trace the characteristics of its evolution into
the problem “consciousness and brain”;

- To single out the essential characteristics of consciousness and to
determine its relationship with the physical (brain) in analytical philosophy and
philosophical anthropology of the twentieth century;

- To explore the model of consciousness in the concepts of transhumanism
and peculiarity of artificial intelligence in the context of a psychophysiological
problem;

-To explore the prospects for the development of the philosophy of
consciousness (modern concepts of constructing consciousness).

Object of the Diploma is classical and postclassical philosophy. Subject of
the Diploma is psychophysiological problem in classical and postclassical
philosophy.

The diploma consists of the elements as follows: introduction, the main part
(consisting of three chapters), conclusion, list of references of 55 items. The total
size is 50 pages.

The first chapter “From the psychophysical to the psycho-physiological
problem” considers the formulation of the psycho-physiological problem by
R. Descartes and his criticism. Transformation of the problem of "mind and body"
in the problem of "consciousness and brain”, the transition to the naturalistic
justification of consciousness.

The second chapter "The development of the psychophysiological problem
in the philosophy of the twentieth century" explores the paradigm of physicalism
and the functional model of consciousness in analytical philosophy. The
psychophysiological problem is considered in the philosophical anthropology of
the twentieth century, in particular in the concepts of M. Scheler and H. Plesner.

The third chapter "Modern interpretations and prospects for solving a
psycho-physiological problem” shows modern theories of the interaction of
consciousness and the brain in the framework of alternative models of
consciousness, theories of transhumanism and artificial intelligence.
