Objective: to identify the nature and specifics of the phenomenon of freedom
in the philosophy of East and West.

Tasks:

1. To present the problem of freedom in classical European philosophy.

2. Expand the understanding of freedom in the philosophy of French
existentialism

3. Describe the features of the understanding of freedom in the philosophy of
China and India;

4. To show the specificity of the interpretation of freedom in the Russian
religious philosophy of the late X1X - early XX centuries.

5. On the basis of a comparative analysis to identify the specificity of
interpretations of freedom in the philosophy of the East and the West, their
significance for the formation of a holistic view of this phenomenon.

The object of research is the phenomenon of freedom.

The subject of the research is the concepts of freedom in the philosophy of
East and West.

The thesis includes in its structure the following elements: introduction, the
main part consisting of two chapters, conclusion, list of references from 50 items.
The total amount of the thesis - 60 pages.

The first chapter of this study will address the problem of freedom in
classical European philosophy and the philosophy of existentialism.

In the second chapter, the characteristic features of freedom in the
philosophy of the East will be revealed, based on the material of ancient Chinese,
ancient Indian Russian religious philosophy. A comparative analysis of the
interpretation of the problem of freedom in the philosophical traditions of the West
and the East was also made.

The findings have practical significance and can be used to deliver courses
on the history of philosophy and philosophical anthropology. Understanding
freedom has a social and practical orientation, contributes to the determination of
value priorities of the individual in terms of social interactions.
