One of the major historical problems of the society, depicted in the Rigveda, is the absence
of any evident absolute chronology. The computations of sutras by Aryabhata and Varahamihira
show the time of Kali-yuga and Mahabharata war. All modern researches indicate that the
Rigvedic situation used to be real before that war. However, the Puranas also testify, that the war
had been started in the beginning of Kali-yuga (c. late IV millennium BC), which does not match
the mainstream chronology of Ancient India. The article reviews the principle ancient Indian
sources for all those key-points and correlates them altogether and with the dates, put out by al-
Biruni and Mahavamsa. As the result, he proposes the time period of XXXXI - XXXII centuries
BC for the age of Rigvedic society, which is consistent with the mentioned sources.
