Euthanasia as a medical and social issue: abstract to the thesis / Navala
Pavel Vasilyevich; Faculty of Philosophy and Philosophy; Chair of Social Work and
Rehabilitation; academic leader: Karaseva Svetlana Gennadievna, Candidate of
Philosophy, Associate Professor.

Work objectives to reveal the essence of the medical and social problems of
euthanasia and to determine the attitude to this phenomenon of patients of the
palliative department of Minsk (Department of Palliative Medical Care "Hospice").
On the basis of the data obtained try to propose several options the fulfillment of
which could contribute to the legalization of euthanasia in the Republic of Belarus.

Work tasks:

e Uncover the essence of medical problems associated with euthanasia.

e Uncover the essence of social problems associated with euthanasia.

e Formulate the main criteria, compliance with which could contribute to the
legalization of euthanasia in the Republic of Belarus.

e Determine the attitude to euthanasia of patients of the palliative department
of Minsk (Department of Palliative Care "Hospice").

The object of the research is the totality of social relations in the sphere of the
realization of the right to death.

The subject of the research is the essence of medical and social problems
associated with euthanasia. Attitude of patients of the Hospice palliative care unit to
euthanasia.

The thesis has a structure: introduction, the main part consisting of two
chapters, conclusion, list of references from 43 items. The total amount of the thesis
- 55 pages.

The first chapter provides a theoretical analysis of the problem of euthanasia.
The definition of euthanasia, its types are given, the history of the development of
ideas about euthanasia is given, the phenomenon of euthanasia is revealed, it is told
about medical problems and the transformation of euthanasia from a medical
problem into a social one.

The second chapter presents the results of a study of the attitude of patients of
the palliative care to euthanasia.

The conclusions are of practical importance and can be used when deciding
on the legalization of euthanasia in the Republic of Belarus. As a result of the
empirical research, the hypothesis of a positive attitude towards euthanasia of
patients in the palliative department of Minsk was confirmed. During the study, it
was found out that more than half (55.5%) of patients of the Hospice palliative care
unit have a positive attitude towards euthanasia. It also turned out that a person who
Is not related to this problem cannot judge it with sufficient clarity (results of a



survey conducted among ordinary civilians showed that out of 100 people polled on
the street, 64 people voted against legalization; 11 - not decided; 25 - approve
legalization). Thus, the assumption was confirmed that when deciding whether to
legalize euthanasia, only the opinion of those who directly face this problem should

be taken into account (in this case, we should speak about patients and doctors who
care for incurable patients).
