The work purpose: study of gender aspects of socio-psychological
adaptation and the perception of the pattern of illness in persons with stroke.

The object of the study is the adaptation of stroke patients.

The subject of the research is gender aspects of social and psychological
adaptation and perception of the picture of the disease by persons with stroke.

Research problem:

1. Describe the socio-psychological status of stroke patients.

2. Establish personal characteristics of persons who have suffered a stroke.

3. To identify the type of attitude to the disease and treatment in men and
women who have had a stroke.

4. To determine the level of their social and psychological adaptation.

5. To conduct a comparative analysis of socio-psychological adaptation and
perception of the disease by persons who have had a stroke.

Diploma work includes the following elements in its structure: introduction,
the main part consisting of two chapters, conclusion, list of sources from 50 titles.
The total volume of the thesis — 61 pages.

The first Chapter discusses the internal picture of the disease, the
classification of types of attitude to the disease, the impact of stroke on the
personality of patients.

The second Chapter examines the personal characteristics of persons who
have had a stroke. A comparative analysis of socio-psychological adaptation and
perception of the picture of the disease by persons with stroke is carried out.
