The object of the study is the internal picture of the disease in patients with
diabetes.

The subject of the study is the internal picture of the disease in patients with
diabetes mellitus with different levels of hardiness.

The aim of the study is to describe the internal picture of the disease in patients
with diabetes mellitus with different levels of viability.



Main results: patients with high viability are characterized by a significant
predominance of ergopathic and anosognosic attitudes towards the disease. Thus,
the following is typical for a high level of resilience: the absence of behavioral and
social maladjustments, an anxious state in relation to one's disease, a high probability
of going into an illness. At the same time, the harmonic type of attitude towards the
disease is also pronounced.

Patients with medium vitality are also characterized by a relative prevalence
of ergopathic attitude to the disease.

For patients with low vitality, types of attitudes toward the disease are much
more characteristic, leading to social and psychological maladjustment with both
intra- and interpsychic orientation.
