Features of distinguishing emotions of fear and surprise of younger students with
mental retardation / Alexander Alexandrovich Turov; Philosophy and Social Sciences
Faculty, Department of psychology; research supervisor T.l.

Object of research: distinction by younger students emotions.

Subject of research: distinction between the emotions of fear and surprise by
younger students with mental retardation.

Purpose of research: identify the features of distinguishing emotions of fear
and surprise of younger students with mental retardation.

The results. According to the results of the research, it was revealed that there
is a rather large difference in the perception, identification, understanding and
reproduction of emotions by children with mental retardation, unlike children without
intellectual disabilities. Underdevelopment of cognitive activity by children with
mental retardation violates the cognitive mechanisms that are involved in the
identification process. The low level of identification and perception of emotions is due
to insufficiently formed emotional experience, weak emotional reflection, and
Inadequate perceptual sensitivity during social contacts. Children more accurately
identify basic emotions in images, but have difficulty with understanding and
perceiving complex emotions. Do not accurately recognize the emotions of surprise
and fear. Younger students with mental retardation often confuse surprise with fear.
Don’t know such emotions as contempt and disgust.

The dynamics of changes in recognition of emotions of fear and surprise after
learning from normatively developing younger schoolchildren and their peers with
mental retardation for the better is observed.
