The correlation between aggression and empathy with attitudes
to violence demonstration among men: resume / Alina Shvetsova;

Object of research —violent attitudes.



Subject of research — correlation between aggression and
empathy with attitudes to violence demonstration among men.

Purpose of research — to establish the correlation between
aggression and empathy with attitudes to violence demonstration
among men.

The results. The correlation between empathy and verbal
aggression was established. It was revealed that verbal aggression
Is significantly connected with the pecul iarity of
understanding the feelings of other person. Men with the Ilowest
level of ability to put themselves in the position of other person
more often used verbal aggression. In case of the affective
component of empathy, a slight negative connection emerged between
decentration and verbal aggression. In consequence of the research
there was found that men’ s low level of empathy increases the
risk of verbal aggression.

There are differences in attitudes to violence. Men are
characterized by more positive attitudes to death penalty and
punishment of criminals, physical punishment of children and
marital violence. The psychological portrait of a man with violent
attitudes includes the following social attitudes: death penalty
must be a part of criminal code of any country, it is simply a
necessary and the only one acceptable measure of punishment for
certain types of crimes.
