The object of study - the adaptation of students

Subject of research - the relationship of group cohesion and adaptation of
students with different levels of group identification

The purpose of the study is to determine the nature of the relationship of
group cohesion and adaptation of students with different levels of group
identification.



The results. Students are well adapted to the conditions of study at the
university, the groups are fairly cohesive, group identification is at a high level.
The overall level of adaptability is higher for senior students as well as for natural
science students. Students of the 1st course are more united, and have a higher
level of group identification as compared with senior students. Students of natural
sciences are characterized by greater cohesion and group identification than
humanities students. that the higher the level of group cohesion, the easier and
more efficient is the process of adaptation to the conditions of study at the
university for students with high and medium level of group identity. t was found
that the successful process of primary and secondary adaptation contributes to a
high level of cohesion between the group mates. An important role in the process
of secondary adaptation is also played by past experience (primary adaptation),
support of the faculty of the graduating department and the administration of the
faculty.
