1. Structure and scope of the diploma work

3. The content of the work

The object of the research is the social relations arising in connection with the
collection, storage, analysis and use of personal data.

The purpose of the research is the identifying theoretical and practical
problems of the legal regulation of personal data, formulation of proposals for the
development and improvement of rules in this area.

Methods of research. Method of theoretical analysis, logical method,
historical method, method of comparative jurisprudence and formal legal method
are used in the work.

The results of the work and their novelty. The work is one of the first attempts
in Belarusian legal science to provide a comprehensive comparative legal analysis
of the legal regulation of personal data in the EU law and the EAEU law. In the
given work the basics of personal data regulation in the EU law and the EAEU
law, in the national laws of some EU and EAEU countries were studied and a
comparative legal analysis was carried out; the advantages and disadvantages of
the mechanisms of legal regulation of personal data in the EU law and the EAEU
law, in the national legislation of some EU and EAEU countries were analyzed,;
proposals for improving the rules in the EAEU law and in the legislation of the
Republic of Belarus regulating personal data were formulated.
