The Facebook-ization of academic reputation? ResearchGate, Academia.edu and Everyday neoliberalism

How do we explain the endurance of neoliberal modes of government following the 2008 financial crisis, which could surely

have been its death-knoll? This is the question of a long, brilliant, book by historian of science and economics Philip Mirowski,

called ‘Never let a serious crisis go to waste’. Mirowski states that explanations of the crisis to date have accounted for only
part of the answer. Part of the persistence of neo-liberal ideals of personhood and markets comes not just directly from ‘the
government’ or particular policies, but is a result of very mundane practices and technologies which surround us in our
everyday lives.

I think this book can tell us a lot about new ways in which our lives as academics are increasingly being governed. Consider
web platforms like ResearchGate and Academia.edu: following Mirowski, these academic professional networking sites might
be understood as technologies of ‘everyday neoliberalism’. These websites share a number of resemblances with social
networking sites like Facebook — which Mirowski takes as an exemplar par excellence of this phenomenon. He argues
Facebook teaches its users to become ‘entrepreneurs of themselves’, by fragmenting the self and reducing it to something
transient (ideals emanating from the writings of Hayek and Friedman), to be actively and promiscuously re-drawn out of

various click-enabled associations (accumulated in indicators like numbers of ‘likes’, ‘friends’, comments) (Mirowski, 2013,
92).
