Functions, powers and competence of the UN Security Council as
the main body responsible for maintaining international peace and security.

The powers of the UN Security Council in the settlement of international
disputes (Article 36). Qualification of the situation as threatening international
peace and security (Article 39). The use of military and non-military enforcement
measures of the UN Security Council (Art. 41, 42).

UN Security Council ultra vires activity: peacekeeping, establishment of
criminal tribunals, sanctioning of the use of coercive measures by states and
international organizations, the extension of the concept of “threat to international
peace and security”, he introduction of targeted sanctions.

Control over activity of regional organizations in the sphere of maintenance
of international peace and security.

Application of resolutions by member states. Humanitarian effect of
operations. International terrorism as the threat to the international peace and
security.

Self-defense under general international law. Self-defense under art. 51 of
the UN Chapter: notion and elements. Armed attack, aggression, use of force,
cyber attack. Weapons in the modern international law.Legal basis and criteria
for self-defense in the modern international law (Article 51 of the UN Charter):
necessity, proportionality, subjects, intensity, purpose, timeframe. Self-defense
under general international law: the concept of preventive self-defense (the case
of the ship "Karolina" 1884); bombing attacks in Baghdad in 1998, Operation
Freedom for Iraq 2003; the concept of the propriety of US preventive nuclear
strikes (Doctrine for joint nuclear operations 2005); protection of citizens abroad
(operation in Tehran, 1984). Collective self-defense.
Countermeasures. Implementation of resolutions of international
organizations in the sphere of maintenance of international peace and security.
Suppression of transboundary crimes. Suppression of international terrorism.
Suppression of money laundering and terrorism financing.

History of development,
generations of peacekeeping operations. UN peacekeeping operations. Forms of
peacekeeping operations and their specifics: conflict prevention, preventive
diplomacy, peacemaking, peacekeeping, peace enforcement, post-conflict
peacebuilding. Principles of peacekeeping.

Legal grounds and principles of peacekeeping operations. Consent of the
parties involved.

Status of personnel. Responsibility of the UN, regional organizations, states.

TOPIC6CYBER-SECURITYINTHEMODERNINTERNATIONALLAW
Notion of cyber security in the modern international law: security of
computer networks and infrastructure, security of information, security of personal
data; committing cyber crimes. Impacts: cyber impact, informational impact.
Legal regulation in the framework of the UN, EU, NATO, CIS, SCO.
Cyber attack: characteristics and qualification (an armed attack, part of an
armed attack, use of force, as a means and methods of warfare).



Information attack: distribution of hostile propaganda, racial, national hatred,
incitement to terrorist or other extremist activities.

Suppression of cyber crimes: Budapest convention 2001, Additional protocol
2006. Suppression of the use of cyber means and communication for involvement
into illegal activity.
