The object of this study: medicine as a theoretical and practical field of
knowledge

Obijective: to determine the characteristics of the development of medicine
and medical knowledge in the Middle Ages in Western Europe

Research methods: narrative-narrative method; synthesis and analysis
method; induction and deduction method; method of analogy and comparison;
method of analysis of scientific, reference and methodical literature.

The relevance of the study lies in the crucial role of the Middle Ages as a
historical era for the development of medicine and medical science. Despite a
certain stagnation in the processes of the development of new scientific knowledge
in medicine related to the dominance of religion, which rejected knowledge as a
benefactor, approaches to the role of doctors and healers began to transform in this
era, compulsory medical practice began to be introduced at universities along with
scholastic education. The topic of this study is particularly relevant today, when
the modern world is again faced with an epidemic, quickly becoming a pandemic
with the lack of an accurate picture of infection, sources of pathogens and drug
development at the testing stage.

Scientific novelty: an attempt to systematize the development factors of
medieval medicine from the standpoint of philosophical, religious, cultural and
socio-political conditions.

Theoretical and practical significance: research materials can be used in
scientific, pedagogical and research activities, in the study of the history of

medicine, general history, cultural studies, etc.
