SUMMARY

Theme of thesis research “Christianity in Roman North Africa in the I-1II
centuries.

The relevance of the thesis is that the Christian communities in North
Africa formed later than in other regions of the Roman world, however, the rapid
pace of the spread of Christianity in this territory allows us to talk about the
process we are considering as a kind of phenomenon that requires close attention.
North Africa was, in essence, one of the foundations of “Latin” Christianity, since
it was from here that such outstanding figures of ancient Christianity as Tertullian,
Arnobius, Optatus, Lactantius, Blessed Augustine, etc. came. Christian Latin and
Latin theology, which formed the basis of the entire Western Christian tradition.

The purpose of the work is to compile a clear picture of the emergence,
formation and development of Christianity in Roman Africa in the I-III centuries.

The object of study is the Christian community in Roman North Africa.

The subject of the research is the process of the formation and
development of Christianity in Roman North Africa of the 1st-3rd centuries.

The methods of source analysis: identification, selection, systematization,
comparison, generalization. Special historical and general scientific methods were
also used: analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction, textual method,
systematic approach, historical-typological method were used in the diploma work.

The theoretical and practical significance of the work lies in the fact that
the dissertation material and the most significant conclusions can be used both
when giving a general course of lectures on the history of ancient Rome and the
history of early Christianity, and when developing special courses and special
seminars on individual subjects of Roman North African history, and also for
further research in these areas.

The main results of the work:

The formation of early Christian communities in North Africa took place in
difficult conditions. For the social psychology of that time, ideas about the
hardships of life, about the world as evil, and hope for saving gods were typical.
However, they coexisted with remnants of the old communal and civic ideology:
with devotion to their city, with the need for public gatherings, festivities,
veneration of local cults, with a desire to acquire property, with contempt for those
who did not have a home and family. Early Christianity rejected this value system,
which was customary for ancient social psychology, and first of all turned to those
who were outside existing social and family ties. Before Emperor Decius, the
problem of Christian loyalty in relations between the state and the church did not
arise, although its manifestations were found in a number of local conflicts. The
content of the decree of Decius, which entailed persecution, required a sacrifice to
the Roman gods, the usual and typical in the official Roman cult. Although the



imperial command implied coercion to this ritual, there was apparently no direct
indication of repression there. It was in those days that hagiographic
(hagiographic) literature began to develop with increasing intensity, which aimed
to portray in a most favorable light the self-sacrifice of "martyrs." The simplicity
of the doctrine, as well as the cult, of the first Christian communities provided the
new religion with the opportunity to further develop it into a world religion by
absorbing and processing in accordance with the basic doctrinal provisions of the
ideas and cult symbolism widespread in the Roman Empire.
