The methodological basis of the work is general scientific methods
(analysis and synthesis, induction and deduction, comparative analysis,
generalization, classification), narrative, historical-genetic, historical-comparative,
analytical methods. The main provisions to be defended: the Christianization of
Scandinavia is not only a religious, but also a political process. The Scandinavian
kungs adopted Christianity to achieve their internal and external political goals. In
every Scandinavian country, the fixing of a new faith took place with its own
characteristics. In Denmark, the process of establishing Christian institutions
proceeded peacefully and quickly; in Norway, these institutions were also created
in a short period of time, but for this the kings used violent methods. The adoption
of Christianity in Sweden took a long time because the inhabitants of Sveland, the
northern part of the Swedish state, were staunch supporters of paganism, and
attempts to impose Christianity on them were seen as a violation of the agreement
between them and the king, who usually came from Gotaland.

The structure and scope of work. The work consists of introduction, three
chapters, conclusion and list of used sources and literature (64 titles). The total size
of the work is 58 pages.

The results of the study can be used to create special courses and textbooks
on the medieval history of Scandinavia for universities, as well as to write
scientific papers related to the political and religious history of Scandinavia in the
Middle Ages.
