ABSTRACT

Theme: "Greek mercenary of the VII-I1 centuries. BC."

Keywords: MERCENARY, PELTASTS, EMOLUMENT, GREEK ARMY,
MILITIA, POLIS CRISIS.

Actuality: The history of European mercenaryism begins in ancient Greece,
but the moment from which Greek mercenary takes the forms recognizable today is
still not clearly defined. In the process of the development of the phenomenon of
mercenaryism, the term denoting it underwent changes depending on its definition
and interpretation. If we consider the history of Greek mercenaryism then by its
example we can establish the dependence of the state of military affairs not only on
the development of society, but also on the political situation. The analysis of
mercenaryism of the VII-IlI centuries. bc. allowed not only to comprehend the
military history of Greece, but also to determine the influence that the political and
economic changes that had occurred in ancient society for a long time had on the
development of military affairs. The reverse effect that the army of mercenaries had
on society should also be taken into account. All of the above, as well as insufficient
knowledge of the relationship between society and mercenaries, determines the
relevance of the chosen topic.

The purpose of the thesis: is to present the complex history of Greek
mercenaryism in the aspect of the origin and development of this institution.

The object of study: is mercenaryism, which is considered as a professional
military service for salaries or other benefits, often, but not necessarily, outside the
homeland on the international market.

The subject of the research is Greek mercenary of the 7th-2nd centuries bc. as
a special case of this kind of activity.

Methodological basis diploma work is a complex of methods of historical
science: historical-comparative, historical-genetic, and historical-systemic, allowing
through the study and understanding of the historical works of ancient and modern
authors to present the history of the development of Greek mercenaryism between the
7th and 2nd centuries bc.

The main provisions for the defense:

-the origin of mercenaryism occurred in the Homeric and Archaic eras, when
military service abroad was part of an aristocratic culture and lifestyle. Thus obtained
military glory, as well as captured prey, were an important political resource for



strengthening the position of aristocrats and their power and influence on
compatriots;

-growth of mercenaries in the second half of the 5th-4th centuries bc.
associated with an increase in the total number of military conflicts, as well as
pronounced trends towards the professionalization of military service. The need to
wage war in ever greater numbers, simultaneously on different fronts, with ever
greater forces and at any time of the year, made the authorities of Greek city-states
increasingly turn to the services of mercenaries;

- the development of mercenaryism in the classical and subsequent Hellenistic
era is associated with crisis phenomena in the political and socio-economic terms.
The nutrient base of mercenaries is mainly peripheral zones with a poorly developed
agricultural economy and an excess population.

Structure and volume of the thesis consists of an introduction, three chapters,
conclusion, and a list of references. The total volume of work is 83 pages. Of these: a
list of literature — 4 pages (52 items), an abstract in Russian, Belarusian, English - 6
pages.
