The object of the study is the formation of the country's image in the
international arena.

The subject of the research is the communication channels of China and
Belarus as instruments of state policy.

The aim of the study is to determine the effectiveness of attracting
communication channels to the processes of forming the country's international
image.

Achieving this goal involves solving the following tasks:

1. Define the concept and structural components of the image of the country.

2. To reveal the role of communication channels in shaping the country's
image.

3. Describe the main communication channels for the formation of the image
of Belarus.

4. Show the role of communication channels in shaping the image of China.

The results obtained: it was proposed to define the country's image as a stable,
structured, clearly formulated part of the assessment that is formed between the target
audience of this country. In order to shape the country's image, it is necessary to
evaluate the following elements: national politics, economy, social sphere, culture,
geography, etc. It is shown that the strengthening of political and economic
cooperation between Belarus and China has increased the attention of Belarusians to
China, and news from China has become important part of the news of international
media. Articles about China cover all aspects of Chinese society in a broader sense.

The scientific novelty of the study is to identify the role of various
communication channels in shaping the image of China in Belarus at the present
stage.
