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Abstract. The report analyzes R. Girard’s concept of the sacrificial act and the
specifics of its functioning in various areas of public life. R. Girard developed the issue of
sacrifice, or mimetic violence, as an act being the cornerstone of culture and society. The
condition for the existence of mankind per se is a real and periodically recurring event — a
sacred sacrifice, which contributes to the unity of members of society, to decrease of tension
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and conflict. Violence that develops along the path of steady escalation is overcome through
violence directed at the substitute victim, i.e. not entailing an act of retaliation and thus
breaking the cycle of violence. The relevance of R. Girard’s concept is confirmed not only by
his own historical research, but also by the demand of the concept of the crisis of sacrifice,
related to a violation of the clarity of identification and differentiation, which characterizes
the current state of society. Sacrificial violence loses its original function of "purifying"
society and, in fact, turns into its opposite — illegal and "unclean” violence. To date, the
sacrifice is clearly manifested in various social practices from actionism to terrorism.
