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Abstract. One of the main modifications of the modern civilization crisis is the
deformation of the basic foundations of modern culture. One of the key parameters in this
case is the crisis of rationality as the most important indicator of the cardinal transformation
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of European culture. Rationality within the framework of the adopted system of cognitive and
value assumptions is the fundamental cultural value of modernity. The value-normative
system that was formed in the era of the New Age, setting the key parameters for the basic
foundations of modern culture, includes principles such as projective-constructive attitude to
the world (“objectification of the existing”); understanding of nature, society and man from
the perspective of a mechanistic worldview; recognition of the highest cognitive value for
scientific reason, etc. The type of rationality constitutive for modern culture has undergone
significant changes under the influence of globalization and the development of modern
information and communication technologies. The justified skepticism in the universality and
universality of the values of the Enlightenment project as a metanarrative of world
civilization has contributed to the transformation of universalist ideologies, claiming to
express the global, patrimonial interests of mankind, into local, fragmented ones, leading to
an increase in significance, primarily cultural and civilizational identity under the divergence
of sociocultural systems.
