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Abstract. The article analyzes M. Mamardashvili's anthropological views, based on
the idea of the fundamental incompleteness of human and the need for a constant, long-term
effort to become himself and confirm his human status, and on the corresponding idea of life
as «effort in timey. It refers to the Renaissance, when European human became «irrevocably
modern» by the return of the public and legal culture of Antiquity and the evangelical
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«internal voice», which oriented the efforts of human, removing him from harmful activities
and directing him to become himself. In the conditions of Soviet society, for
M. Mamardashvili, the model of the environment in which a human could realize himself as a
human is civil society and the idea of civility. According to M. Mamardashvili, modern civil
society should be based on four principles: constructive connectivity, objectification,
understandability and the need to work. At the same time, the rise of national movements is a
necessary condition and a certain indicator of the activation of civil society organization
processes, but only if these movements are not alien to the ideas of growing of a person and
society.
