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Abstract. The report reflects the nature of the category of beauty in the Middle Ages,
its evolution, provides a comparative analysis of the established tradition of understanding
the beautiful in the classical era of the Middle Ages and the “new” Middle Ages. It is shown
how medieval aesthetics, in the process of its development, sought to denote with precise
concepts the essence of things, in particular, the phenomenon of beauty; as the current
understanding of this phenomenon in the "old" Middle Ages replaced the understanding of the
"new" Middle Ages regarding the category of beauty and aesthetics in general, where the
absolute individualization of things crowds out the Thomist worldview.
