Object of study: Young adult American econovel. On the material of
novels Erin Hunter “Moonrise” and “Dawn”, Peter Brown “The Wild Robot”,
Sara Pennypacker “Pax”.

The purpose of the study: identify how an unreliable narrator
contributes to the translation of eco-consciousness in English literature for
children and young adults.

Research methods: hermeneutic method, comparative-historical method,
typological method, comparative analysis.

The results and their novelty. The work reveals and describes the term
environmental consciousness, the reception of unreliable narrator, presents an
analysis of environmental novels. The novelty of the study is an extended
analysis of the translation of ecological consciousness through the reception of
unreliable narrator on the material of novels by E. Hunter “Moonrise” and
“Dawn”, “The Wild Robot” by P. Brown, “Pax” by S. Pennypacker).

Practical significance is determined by the fact that the results of the
research obtained in the diploma project can be widely used in further studies of
ecoliterature, in conducting classes on the history of foreign literature, as
auxiliary material in classes on a number of other humanitarian disciplines
(sociology, human ecology), in conducting educational conversations with
children and teenagers on ecology.
